Myrtle Spurge/Native Plant Exchange

*Don’t forget to wear protective clothing including long 
sleeves, gloves, and eye protection! It has white sap that 

can cause severe skin irritation.

- Dig up and bag all of your myrtle spurge.  

- Remove at least 4” of the rooting clump.

- Exchange your spurge for 1 of 2 free plant mixes              
containing 5 Utah native plants. 

-  Choose a mix for full sun or part-shade
